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From your Drivers Rep...

Please, with the radio in the condition it is
currently in, use the 10-code. It is shorthand
and can be much more readily understood
most of the time than "l didn't get that,” or
some other long statement. (The code here
is 10-9.) If you are asked a yes/no question,
answer yes or no, don't explain; other driver's
will be getting upset with you, and, more
than likely, the dispatcher will get only about
one third of what you said!

New drivers:

Seek out other drivers in zones where cars sit
such as 68 (at Town & Country Mall near
Moxie's) and 45 (at Hillside Mall near the old
Sears automotive centre). Ask questions
about things you dont understand, or just
shoot the breeze with your fellow drivers.
Listen to how other drivers respond to dis-
patch. Copy some of the habits that seem to
work. Use the 10-code - it is a shorthand
designed to reduce air time. Write down your
trip right away.
